i expect that he got that job because of experience, probably considerable following the usual lengthy apprenticeships, 

promotion path from tender man, fireman, etc. ten years later he was probably getting a bit long in the tooth (he

would have been 41 yrs old; in 19th c terms getting oldish) for riding about in an open engine cab. i doubt that he was 

demoted and that experience cast off. i would expect rather that he would be put in a job where his experience 

continued to benefit the rr. in other words he would probably be made into some sort of inspector, "walking about" in 

what we would today term a quality control engineer position. i doubt very much that he would have been demoted to 

the level of a "track walker", hardly a job for someone of his experience unless he was otherwise incompetent. the: "

Brunswick from Weldon to Wilmington, NC," suggests to me that he was possibly the inspector of that line and all trains 

running on it, a very senior position indeed. just as my great grandfather was the Chief Inspector of the NY,NH & H out 

of Providence, RI, the equivalent in today's terms as a VP.

i know that every engineer ever made inspects his engine at every opportunity, just as every conductor walks beside 

his train inspecting it or a part of it at every stop. from my experience, military, this is called "Walking the line", a term

which goes back thousands of years. at every level in the military, every person responsible for anything, inspects it, 

daily if not more frequently. if it's big, he "Walks the line" (what the Surgeon General of the Army wasn't doing at Walter 

Reed in the recent scandal).  Any organization sufficiently large and complex technologically, certainly a rr, develops 

the same sort of responsibilities and procedures. I suspect that Mr. Fulghum got older, was possibly injured, and got "

kicked upstairs", possibly being "taken care of" by the old boy net and became an inspector. A job wherein he "Walked 

about".

NOTE:Civil War Record:  Soldiers and Sailors System Database - M230Roll 14.COMPANY D -- This company was 

originally organized in Wilmington and mustered into Confederate States service on January 22, 1862and designated 

as Captain John L. Cantwell's Company, N. C.Volunteers, Wilmington Railroad Guard.  The Company was assigned to 

guard the Wilmington-ManchesterRailroad as far as the South Carolina border and the Wilmington-Weldon Railroad, 

including the Roanoke River bridge and the junction with the Weldon-Petersburg Railroad.  On April 15, 1862, Captain 

Cantwell and thirty-seven other members of the Company were assigned to 51st Regiment, NorthCarolina Troops. 

William Freeman was captain of the company after this time. The headquarters of the Company remained at 

Wilmington until May- June, 1862 when it was moved to Goldsboro and referred to as Company A, Wilmington-Weldon 

Railroad Guards,N.C. Infantry. The Company was assigned to 13th Battalion, N.C.Troops on 19th May 1863 and 

designated Co. D.

NC.  She died 24 June 1953 in Duplin County, NC. In my Dad's papers this weekend, I found a photo of Elizabeth 

(Lizzie) Fulgham Price.  My Dad has noted on the back of the photo "Grandmother Elizabeth (Lizzie) Fulghum Price, 

half Indian" (see attached photo).
